The 2011 Dallas White Rock Marathon was held on December 4th. The day was cold and wet but 

despite the weather over fifty volunteers showed up at our HP & NTAPICS sponsored Mile 22 aid 

station to help cheer the runners and hand them water, orange slices and Gatorade as they raced by. 

HP and NTAPICS have sponsored this aid station for over 20 years and volunteers include current and 

former HP employees, members from APICS North Texas Chapter friends and neighbors.  

Twenty-two thousand runners participated in the marathon this year. Some ran the full marathon, 

some, the half marathon, and some formed five person teams and ran the relay. Winner ran it in just 

over 2 hours and 18 minutes.  

We had 3 folks from HP who ran this year.  

There were 130,000 spectators and 2,250 volunteers. We distributed 253 CASES of Gatorade (5060 

gallons) among all the aid stations along with 140,000 water cups and 132,000 Gatorade cups. It was 

inspiring to see so many runners make it so far and keep going. And we saw our share of suffering as a 

few runners looked like they couldnôt take another step. A few of runners collapsed right in front of us 

and had to be treated by medical .  

The Dallas White Rock Marathon is a 26.2 mile race that provides financial support for Texas Scottish 

Rite Hospital for Children (TSRHC), through registration fees and sponsorship. TSRHC is one of the 

nationôs leading pediatric centers for the treatment of children with orthopedic conditions, such as 

scoliosis, clubfoot, hand disorders, hip disorders and limb length differences, as well as certain related 

neurological disorders and learning disorders, such as dyslexia. 

A big thanks to NTXAPICS, without their sponsorship, we would not be able to create this aid 

station.
